
Liebe Lehrerinnen und Lehrer,

das vorliegende Heft bietet Ihnen umfangreiches Übungs- 
und Prüfungsmaterial für die mündliche Leistungsmessung 
in der Klassenstufe 10. 

Der Aufbau des Hefts gliedert sich wie folgt:

Übungsteil (Practice)

Die Aufgaben im Übungsteil beziehen sich auf die Materia-
lien in Green Line Oberstufe Klasse 10 und können so in 
den laufenden Unterricht eingebunden werden. Die 4−6 
Aufgabenvorschläge zu jedem Topic reichen von kurzen 
Präsentationen über Partnergespräche bis hin zu Gruppen-
diskussionen. Zu jeder Aufgabe gibt es methodische Hin-
weise, Lösungsvorschläge und (exemplarisch) Hinweise zur 
Differenzierung, die den Einsatz der Aufgaben im Unter-
richt zusätzlich erleichtern können. 

Prüfungsteil (Speaking tests)

Die Materialien im Prüfungsteil (prompt cards und Kopier-
vorlagen) sind für den Einsatz in Partnerprüfungen vorge-
sehen, können aber bei Bedarf auch für Einzelprüfungen 
eingesetzt werden. Alle Prüfungsmaterialien sind als Word-
Datei auf der CD-ROM zu finden und können beliebig ange-
passt oder für weitere Prüfungen abgewandelt werden.  

Die prompt cards bieten leicht erfassbare Fotos, Cartoons, 
kurze Texte oder Zitate zu den Themen im Schülerbuch. Mit 
der ersten Aufgabe werden die Schüler aufgefordert, sich 
gegenseitig ihre Materialien zu präsentieren. Die zweite 
Aufgabe bietet schließlich einen neuen Impuls für die 
nachfolgende Diskussion. 

Nach dem gleichen Prinzip aufgebaut sind die Kopiervor-
lagen mit text prompts. Die Texte sind authentisch, wurden 
aber leicht gekürzt und vereinfacht, um sie für die Schüler 
dieser Klassenstufe leichter zugänglich zu machen. 

Bewertungsteil (Evaluation)

Im abschließenden Bewertungsteil gibt es neben allge-
meinen Hinweisen zur Bewertung einer mündlichen  
Prüfung ein Bewertungsraster, mit dem sich Ihre Schüler 
gegenseitig evaluieren können.

A Facebook is a huge part of my life

When it comes to picking up a boyfriend, 23-year-
old Laura Levin doesn’t waste time with fancy chat-
up lines and whispered sweet nothings.

“Are you on Facebook?” is her opener – and then it’s 
back home to switch on her computer. “One of the 
attractions of Facebook is that you can find out so 
much about someone before you even date them,” 
explains Laura, a university student from Hayle in 
Cheshire.

Of course, such tactics may shock traditionalists, 
but in 21st-century Britain the forging1 of personal 

relationships – be they romantic or just as friends –  
now has far less to do with locking eyes across a 
smoke-filled room than logging on to a PC.

“Facebook is such a huge part of my life that it’s 
hard to remember what it was like when I didn’t 
have it,” says Laura. “As soon as I get up in the 
morning, the first thing I check is my Facebook 
site. From then on, it’s on all day – and it’s the last 
thing I check before going to bed at night.”

B Facebook destroyed my career

Ms Snyder, a trainee1 teacher, had passed all her 
exams and completed her training. But then her 
teachers told her that the behaviour she had 
displayed2 in her personal life was not suitable for 
a teacher.

Her crime? She had uploaded an image of herself, 
wearing a pirate costume and drinking from a 
plastic cup on to a social networking site with the 
caption: ‘drunken pirate’.

A colleague had reported it, saying that it was 
unprofessional to let pupils see photographs of a 
teacher drinking alcohol.

As university officials told her that her dream 
career was now out of her reach, she offered to 
take the photo down, and argued that it was not 
even possible to see what was in the cup. After all, 
she told them, “is there anything wrong with a 
person my age drinking alcohol?”

But Ms Snyder never got the certificate she 
needed to teach. Uploading a photograph of 
herself in “an unprofessional state” was her 
downfall: the image had been catalogued3 by 
search engines and by the time she realised the 
danger, it was impossible to take down. (184 words)
